Bishop Procedures

Safety

· There will be our 22+ planes plus any number of other planes from the north or south running the very small ridges of the Whites and Inyos so it is very important to be constantly looking for traffic.

· While flying the Whites or Inyos use 123.5 only. You may use 123.3 at any other time. It is okay to give location reports but keep chatter to a minimum.
· All Bishop runways use a left traffic pattern. Unicom is 123.0.

Launch Groups

· We will draw for launch groups and numbers on Saturday morning at the Pilot Meeting at 9:30am.

· There will be 4 groups of 5 pilots each.

· The following is the launch order for each day:
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Grid & Launch
· Due to the number of planes, only one group will grid at a time.
· The following group can grid once there are only two planes remaining from the group ahead of them.
· All gliders except the next two to launch should be staged off of taxiway.
· The next pilot to launch should be in the plane and ready to be pushed out.
· It is the responsibility of the pilots on the grid to push the pilot out and launch him.
· We want to launch as quickly and safely as possible.
Tows

· There will be two tow planes so you will be launched by the next tow plane.

· Aero retrieves from other airports may be arranged by paying tach time to pilots

· Tow fees are the same amount for both pilots.

· On Tuesday morning pay each pilot for their tows up to that day. 

· Since you won’t know who you will be towing with on Tuesday, I will collect for all Tuesday tows and then will forward to each tow pilot.
Airport Operations
· Since we want to be welcome for other events at Bishop it is very important that we follow the Bishop Glider Operation Rules. The rules may be found on the Soarfari.com website by going to the Bishop Detail Page.
· Observe the parking procedures for the Mammoth hangar.

· Don’t forget to pay your tie down fees!

Oxygen

· Be sure to come with a full tank. There will be no oxygen available until Tuesday morning when oxygen will be available at Bishop Welding, 180 Short Street.
