Sierra Soaring Club Fee Schedule

Sierra Soaring Club (SSC) of Inyokern CA has a flexible fee structure which

provides several combinations of aircraft and payment plans in order to accommodate a

wide range of pilot situations.

All SSC members must maintain continuous membership in the SSA (Soaring

Society of America) because our aircraft insurance is through the SSA group insurance

plan. Current cost of SSA membership is $64 per year.

Entry Level Glider flight group provides a Blanik L-23 two place training sailplane.

Entry level glider flight group costs:

--$250 (one time) Initiation Fee. This fee may be paid on five $50 monthly

payments.

--$50 per month dues, first month free.

--$64 per year Soaring Society of America dues.

No hourly cost for Sailplane flight time

Advanced Level Glider flight group provides, in addition to the Blanik L-23, a

Schweizer 1-35 high performance single place sailplane.

Advanced level glider flight group costs:

--$500 (one time) Initiation Fee. This fee may be paid in five $100 monthly

installments. Entry Level Glider member cost to move up to Advanced Level Glider is

$250 one time fee.

--$50 per month dues, first month free

--$64 per year Soaring Society of America dues.

No hourly cost for Sailplane flight time

Personally Owned Glider flight group provides aerotows for those who own their own

glider. Membership costs are included in the privately owned tow fee rate, except for

the $64 per year Soaring Society of America dues. Members in any of the monthly dues

paying groups that fly a privately owned glider pay the SSC tow rate.

Power flight group provides a Cessna 182A (when not used for glider aerotowing).

Power flight group costs:

--$500 (one time) Initiation Fee. This fee may be paid on five $100 monthly

installments. Tow pilots (for the intent of aerotowing only) may have this initiation fee

and monthly dues waived depending on flight experience. Tow pilots receive one hour

of Blanik L-23 glider flight time for each hour of aerotowing performed.

--$75 per month dues, first month free.

--$64 per year Soaring Society of America dues.

Rate for the Cessna 182 is $130 per hour wet.

Premier Flight group provides a Cessna 182A, a Blanik L-23 glider and an SGS 1-35

glider.

Premier flight group costs:

--$750 (one time) Initiation fee. This fee may be paid in five $150 monthly

payments. Entry Level Glider member cost to move up to Premier Flight Group is $500

one time fee. Advanced Level Glider member cost to move up to Premier Flight Group

is $250 one time fee.

--$100 per month dues, first month free

--$64 per year Soaring Society of America dues.

Rate for the Cessna is $130 per hour wet.

No hourly cost for Sailplane flight time

Distant member – Limited to members living more than 100 miles from Inyokern.

Initiation fee as described above. Pays dues only for each month during which an SSC

flight was made. Pays an annual maintenance fee of one half the monthly fee.

Family member (spouse, son or daughter) – Pays initiation fee at one half the full rate.

Pays monthly dues at one-half the full rate.

Military Member – Limited to members who are currently on Active Duty. Initiation

fee is waived for Entry Level and Advanced Level Glider flight groups. Initiation fee for

Power or Premier Flight group is $250. Pays monthly dues at full rate for flight group

with a commitment to remain a club member for at least a 1-year time span.
